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Lebanese Christian warns of growing Hamas, Hezbollah presence in U.S.

A self-professed Lebanese Christian Zionist says the terror
groups Hamas and Hezbollah are not just “Israel’s problem,”
but America’s as well.

Lebanese Christian Brigitte Gabriel says of all the terrorist
groups who have set up shop in America, Hamas has the larg-
est infrastructure in the U.S. Gabriel, founder of the American
Congress for Truth, points out there are Hamas cells in more
than 40 U.S. states.

She told the Christians United for Israel summit in Washing-
ton, D.C., Hamas members are infiltrating the U.S. because
they are bent on killing Americans. She offered documentation
as proof.

“'m going to read what Article 22 of the Hamas charter
states,” she told her audience. “Article 22 says: ‘With their
money,’ talking about their enemy, ‘they created secret organi-
zations which spread around the world in order to destroy so-
cieties and carry out Zionist interests. Such organizations are
the Freemasons, Rotary Clubs, Lions Clubs ... and the like. All
of them are destructive espionage organizations. This is what
Hamas is saying about us.”

As for Hezbollah, Gabriel says it has 11 cells in the U.S.,
is working with the MS-13 gang to cross the Mexican border,
and its members are marrying American Muslim women with
American passports in hopes of “breeding terrorists on our
soil.”

As a teenager, the American Congress for Truth founder was
treated in an Israeli hospital during the Israel-Lebanon War.
She testifies of the Christ-like compassion shown her by Is-
raelis during her stay. There is a big difference, she now says,
between Israelis who are willing to care for their Arab enemies
in hospitals and Palestinian parents who strap bombs to their
children in hopes of killing Jews.

“The difference between Israel and the Arabic world is the
difference between civilization and barbarism,” she told the
conference attendees. “It's a difference between goodness
and evil.”
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Bess Truman and the Jews

In an excerpt from Michael Beschloss’
new book Presidential Courage: Brave
Leaders and How They Changed Ameri-
ca, 1789-1989, there is a brief, but strik-
ing anecdote relating to Harry Truman
which should give all Christians serious
pause.

The late talk-show host David Susskind
was spending time in Independence, Mis-
souri, interviewing Harry Truman shortly
after he left office. Each day, Susskind
would appear on Truman’s doorstep at
the appointed time. They would then
make their way to Truman'’s office nearby
to talk. One day Susskind asked Truman
why he was never asked to come into the
house, even while waiting.

Truman replied, “You're a Jew, David,
and no Jew has ever been in the house.
Bess runs it, and there’s never been a
Jew inside the house in her or her moth-
er’s lifetime.”

Almost sounds as though it was a point
of pride with Bess and her mother. A tra-
dition handed down from one genera-
tion to the next. One wonders how Bess
would have reacted had, say, Jesus, or
his mother Mary, or St. Paul decided to
pop in for tea.

Call me naive, but | have never under-
stood the disconnect between Christians
and Jews. How could Christian thinking
and teaching have devolved to the point
where Bess Truman would not allow
Jews inside her home? How have we
managed to set aside the rather critical
point Christ was a Jew? And Christianity
was founded by Jews? How is it Christian
children aren’t taught in the time following
Jesus’ death and resurrection, an issue
arose in the early Church over whether
the Gospel should even be preached to
Gentiles? And in case you’re wondering,
that would be me, most of you reading
this — and oh yes, Bess

Maybe a little history lesson is called
for here. The tenth chapter of Acts ad-
dresses this very issue of Jews entering
the homes of Gentiles, for in those days it
was a real and serious issue. In fact,.
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Jews were forbidden from entering the
homes of Gentiles because they were
considered unclean. It was part of the
Law, handed down not by mother, but by
God. Peter had a vision, however, which
changed that:

“[Hle fell into a trance, and saw Heaven
opened, and a certain vessel descending
unto him, as it had been a great sheet knit
at the four corners, and let down to the
earth: Wherein were all manner of four-
footed beasts of the earth, wild beasts,
creeping things, and fowls of the air. And
there came a voice to him, ‘Rise, Peter;
kill, and eat.’

“But Peter said, ‘Not so, Lord; for | have
never eaten any thing that is common or
unclean.’

“And the voice spoke unto him again,
‘What God has cleansed, don’t call com-
mon.’ This was done thrice: and the ves-
sel was received up again into Heaven.”

The vision prepared Peter for a visit
from three men, who sought him out on
behalf of Cornelius, a Gentile described
as “A devout man, and one who feared
God with all his house, who gave much
alms to the people, and prayed to God
always.” The three explained their mas-
ter, Cornelius, had been instructed by an
angel to request Peter’s presence at his
home.

When Peter arrived, he addressed the
many who had gathered: “Ye know how
it is an unlawful thing for a man who is a
Jew to keep company, or come unto one
of another nation; but God hath showed
me | should not call any man common or
unclean.”

As Peter preached the Gospel, telling
of Jesus’ death and resurrection, “the
Holy Ghost fell on all them who heard the
word. And they of the circumcision which
believed were Astonished because on
the Gentiles also was poured out the gift
of the Holy Ghost.”

The message of Peter’s vision was
clear. Much to the astonishment of the
(Christian) Jews present, Gentiles were
no longer to be considered unclean.
God’s offer of salvation was, and is, for
all mankind, even if it was first for the
Jews. That's right: first for the Jews.

If Bess Truman were alive today and |
had the opportunity, | hope | would have
the courage to confront her. Certainly it
would be my obligation as a Christian to
do so. Once the dust settled, | might rec-
ommend to her a book by Roy Schoe-
man called Salvation is from the Jews.
For the record, Schoeman didn’t invent
the title. It's John 4:22. Schoeman is a
Jewish convert to Christianity.

He writes about the role of Judaism
in the salvation of mankind. Ultimately,
God’s revelation of Himself was in the
person of Jesus Christ. “In order to make
sense of the Incarnation,” Schoeman
writes, there would have to be people
“prepared for it beforehand through
prophecy, so they would be able to rec-
ognize, acknowledge, and understand
it, at least to some extent, when it hap-
pened.” There would have to be a people
with some understanding of God, who
had been purified from the influence of
false “gods” and idols.

“There would have to be a family, and
more specifically, a mother to whom the
God-man would be born; she would have
to be of sufficient purity and virtue not to
make the Incarnation itself a sacrilege.
Since God relies on man’s prayer to bring
about His plans, this people would have
had to have been taught for generations
to pray and beseech God to send the
Messiah.”
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The Jews prayed for the Messiah’s
coming. Their prayers were answered,
and thanks be to God, enough Jews un-
derstood and believed the good news
was spread throughout the world.

Do we Christians, by the same token,
humbly, respectfully and lovingly pray for
the conversion of the Jews who don’t be-
lieve?

Whatever gave rise to Bess Truman’s
aversion to Jews — anti-Semitism, small-
mindedness, prejudice, her mother’s
example — she is sadly, but clearly, far
from alone.

How sad to think of the opportunities
she missed to demonstrate by kind deed
or thoughtful word the true meaning of
Christianity. How sad to think of the op-
portunities we all miss, either in our role
as Harry by allowing such behavior, or
as Bess by engaging in it. How unspeak-
able the very idea of restricting from our
homes, and thereby our hearts, a race of
people from whose lineage comes Je-
sus, Mary, and the very founders of the
Church.

Shame on us.

Faction proposes outlawing evangelism in Israel

Israel (MNN) — Israel’s theocratic party
known as the Shas faction has declared
war on missionaries. The group’s ultra-
orthodox leader, MK Yakov Margi, intro-
duced a bill in March urging a strengthen-
ing of Israel’s laws against proselytism.
When asked if it is likely to pass, Voice
of the Martyrs’ Glenn Penner said, “| don’t
suspect so, but it does seem about every
couple years some ultra-Orthodox party
decides to stop missionary activity in the
country, so they find some allies and pro-
pose it again, which shows an opposition
to evangelism, which is concerning.”
The new proposal would forbid preach-
ing and proselytism altogether. Under the
proposal, violators would face a years’
imprisonment for preaching conversion.
According to Penner, under current Is-
raeli law, anyone offering money or mate-
rial products in exchange for conversion

faces five years in prison or a mone-tary
fine. The person on the accepting end
also faces punishment.

Anyone acting in favor of or con-ducting
a conversion ceremony on a minor faces
six month in jail. The law, however, does
not address attempts to convert adults
over the age of 18, making it completely
legitimate.

Penner says the law reveals an ugly
undercurrent facing Christians and Mes-
sianic Jews in Israel. “We’re not terribly
concerned it will be passed, but it is con-
cerning it keeps coming up. Pray it would
be defeated. Pray for strengthening for
our broth-ers and sisters particularly in
the city of Arad. They are facing a terrible
situation.”

Every week for the past three years, he
explains, the Messianic Jewish congrega-
tion in Arad, Israel, has faced opposition
from ultra-orthodox Jews. The congre-
gation regularly faces jeers and insults.
They are spat upon, and their homes are
frequent targets for tomatoes and eggs.
Noisy demonstrations are com-mon, with
the approval of the police.

The opposition turned violent Febru-
ary 25 when a member of the church was
beaten in the parking lot of his Chess
& Bible Shop, which was firebombed in
2005 by opponents to his evangelistic
work.

Pray those who oppose them will see
Jesus is the promised Messiah and re-

ceive His free gift of salvation.

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The Untold Story

The Role of Christian Zionists in the establishment of Modern Israel

The church is rightly criticized for cen-
turies of Christian anti-Semitism, but what
is overlooked is the pivotal role British
Christian Zionists played in the establish-
ment of modern Israel.

Almost all books written about the Zion-
ist movement focus on the early Jewish
leaders, their creativity and courage in
making the impossible a reality, i.e., the
restoration of a Jewish state.

But Jewish involvement in modern Zi-
onism did not begin until the mid to late
1800’s, whereas British Christian lead-
ers were advocating the restoration of a
Jewish state in the land for the prior 200
years.

The theology of British Puritans with
regard to God’s plan for the Jewish peo-
ple so influenced British public opinion,
19th Century government leaders began
maneuvering international events toward
the re-establishment of a Jewish Israel,
culminating in the issuance of the Balfour
Declaration in 1917 establishing Pales-
tine as the homeland for the Jews.

Jews lived in England as early as the
11th Century. But the perpetuation of me-
dieval anti-Semitic myths caused the ex-
pulsion of the Jews from England in 1290.
Following King Henry VIII's decision to
sever ties with the Roman church and the
increasing availability of the Scriptures,
the Puritan movement took hold in Eng-
land.

Oliver Cromwell
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The Puritans were known to take the
Scriptures literally, but also believed civ-
il government should be based on the
Biblical model, largely that of ancient
Israel. As they scoured the Scriptures,
beginning in the 1580s the Puritans
authored various treatises on Jewish
salvation and God’s plan to restore the
Jews back to their land.

The height of Puritan involvement in
government came during the Cromwell
Republic of the mid-1600s. The Puri-
tans had over-thrown the monarchy and
attempted to establish a Puritan state in
England. This same period coincided
with the horrible slaughters of Jews in
Eastern Europe following the end of the
Thirty Years’ War.

The chief Rabbi of Amsterdam, Hol-
land, Manesseh Ben lIsrael, concluded
Jews were not safe in Eastern Europe,
but rather safety lie with the West, and
particularly with the Puritans. He dis-
covered in the Scriptures the coming of
the Messiah was linked to the Jews be-
ing scattered to the ends of the earth,
and in Hebrew the word for end was the
same as England.

Consequently, he wrote a pamphlet
called, Hope of Israel, proposing Jews
be invited into England in fulfillment of
prophecy. Ben Israel knew the Puritans
were interested in Biblical prophecy and
the plight of the Jews, so he success-
fully made an appointment with Crom-
well and convinced him to support the
immigration of Jews into his country.

Thus, the banishment of Jews from
England ended and with it began a
series of articles and books from re-
nowned British Christian scholars, in-
cluding John Milton and John Locke,
supporting a Jewish state.

In 1733 Sir Isaac Newton suggested
an interpretation of the prophet Daniel
necessitated another nation assist the
Jews to return to their land. By the late
1700s England’s major papers began
discussing the issue.

In 1799 Joseph Priestly, a well-known
British scientist wrote a book addressing
the Jews and said, referring to Israel, “the
land is uncultivated and ready to receive
you, but the Turks control it. Their power
must first fall. Therefore, | earnestly pray
for its dissolution. But it may not happen
for sometime.”

This was followed by another book,
The Restoration of the Jews, The Cri-
sis of All Nations by Thomas Witherby
who proposed England would be “a new
Cyrus” and God’s instrument to restore
the land to the Jews.

In 1819 another book, Call to the Chris-
tians and the Hebrews, by Theaetetus,
proposed Jews and Christians combine
efforts for re-establishment of the nation
of Israel.

By now the proliferation of both theo-
logical and philosophical works propos-
ing the return of land to the Jews was
so widespread politics were affected. In
1838 at the urging of Christian Zionist
Lord Shaftesbury, Britain established a
consulate in Jerusalem, the first diplo-
matic appointment in the land of Israel.
This was followed by the appointment of
Michael Solomon Alexander as Anglican
Bishop of Jerusalem, the first Jewish
bishop of Jerusalem since 135 AD.

In 1853 the Crimean War erupted
between Russia and the Ottoman
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Empire. The British and the French both
sided with the Turks, assisting them in
the defeat of the Russians. The Paris
Treaty of 1858, concluding the war,
granted Jews and Christians the right to
settle in Palestine, forced upon the Ot-
toman Turks by the British for their as-
sistance in the war effort. This decision
opened the doors for Jewish immigration
to Palestine.

British Prime Minister Benjamin Disraeli

A pivotal event occurred in 1868 with
the election of Benjamin Disraeli as British
Prime Minister. Disraeli, a Jewish Chris-
tian who strongly regarded his Jewish
heritage, wrote in an 1877 article, “The
Jewish Question is the Oriental Quest,”
that within 50 years a nation of one mil-
lion Jews would reside in Palestine under
the guidance of the British.

Around the same time George Eliot,
the great British novelist wrote her book,
Daniel Deronda, about the struggle of a
Jewish person to retain his identity. She
propounded the idea that Israel become
a nation of vision for the Jewish people.

Eliezer Ben Yehuda

The book was translated and read
by a Russian Jew named Yehuda
Perlman who became convinced a
modern state of Israel was the ultimate

answer for the Jewish people. He later
changed his name to Eliezer Ben Yehu-
da, the father of modern Hebrew and an
early Zionist.

Up to this point the idea of a resur-
rected Israel resided only in the hearts of
most Jews. But things radically changed
with the appearance of Theodore Herzl,
who in his pamphlet the Jewish State
began to turn the far-fetched idea of a
Jewish land in Palestine to a believable
reality for many Jews.

What is little known about Herzl's work
was the critical role played by another
British Christian Zionist, William Hechler.
Distraught after a disappointing meet-
ing in 1897 with the Sultan of Turkey,
Herzl. Somehow Hechler found a copy
of Herzl’'s “Jewish State” and became so
excited he searched for Herzl around the
world.

Theodore Herzl

Herzl found Hechler to be a religious
zealot, but became interested when
Hechler could provide Herzl entré to
the German Kaiser and later the British
Prime Minister. In an extremely hu-mo-
rous story as related by Herzl, he tells of
the meeting with the Kaiser. Herzl had
been preparing for weeks for the meet-
ing, intending to show the Kaiser the
political advantages to Germany to de-
clare Palestine a future homeland for the
Jews.

When the meeting day arrived, Hechler
accompanied Herzl into Kaiser the meet-
ing because he knew the personally.
Before Herzl could say a word, Hechler

whipped open his Bible and began dis-
cussing Biblical prophecy with the Kai-
ser. Herzl was appalled, seeing this as

another lost opportunity. But to his
amazement the Kaiser was convinced by
the Scriptures to support the concept.

Later Hechler also provided open doors
for Herzl to meet with the British leader-
ship, the relationship which bore ultimate
fruit, although at the beginning the Zion-
ist story took a bizarre twist. Britain did
not want to upset the delicate balance
of relationships in the Middle East, so as
a short-term solution, the British offered
Herzl and the Jews the land of Uganda
as a respite. Herzl reluctantly accepted
the offer, but at the next Zionist Congress
the offer was resoundingly rejected. The
following year Herzl died.

A new Zionist leader emerged, Chaim
Weitzman. The British government con-
tinued to apply pressure on the Zion-
ists to accept Uganda as a temporary
shelter, but things changed in a pivotal
meeting between Weitzman and another
Christian Zionist, Arthur Balfour, the Brit-
ish Foreign Secretary. Balfour asked
Weitzman why was Uganda rejected and
why were the Jews hung up on Palestine.
Weitzman responded by suggesting the
tables be turned and he offer to Balfour,
Paris instead of London. Balfour replied
the British currently had London but the
Jews do not have Jerusalem. Weitzman
said, “We had Jerusalem when London
was a swamp.” That was enough to per-
suade Balfour to begin to argue for Pal-
estine for the Jews.

Of course, all of these discussions
and arrangements were restrained by
the fact of the Ottoman Empire’s contin-
ued control of Palestine, which changed
in World War I. The Ottoman

| grew up a Baptist in Atlantic City,
New Jersey. No doubt my maternal Bap-
tist grandmother prayed fervently for her
first grandchild, but on the other hand my
paternal grandfather was Jewish.

Little did | understand my birth-right
and Jewish heritage growing up but |
loved Jesus and the church and | wanted
to be a missionary.

My Bible records my hand-written con-
fession of faith at age nine, when | asked
Jesus into my heart at a crusade meet-
ing at the YMCA.

From that day on, talking to my dad
about God was traumatizing. | didn’t un-
derstand why he was afraid because he
was Jewish. He allowed my brother and
me to go to a Baptist Church, yet when-
ever | tried to talk to my dad about Jesus
he’d remind me he was Jewish and he
didn’t need Jesus.

My dad said God and him were really
tight, that he talked to God all the time.
| wondered what god he talked to be-
cause | believed you had to know Jesus
Who was sent by God so we could know
Him.

Dad and | argued a lot about religion.
He told me never to bring it up, yet he
always did. He insisted he was Jew-
ish until we got to the part about Jesus’
mother being Jewish, then he’d say he
wasn'’t really Jewish because his mother
wasn't.

So, what does that make me? At nine
years old, that confused me. | believe
that trauma stunted my spiritual growth
and ability to communicate.

By the time | graduated from high

school there were mostly white-haired
members at my church. The fast lane of
life was wide and | took it to California
where | found the counter culture.
At times | felt | was running from God,
saving Him for when | got old; other
times, | felt He was chasing me. Now in
retrospect, | realize how He protected
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and shielded me during my self-seeking
adventures.

In the early 1970s | was tired of
running and wanted the aching in my
heart to stop. | cried out to God if He
were real, | needed a sign and so He put
Godly people in my path including Bill
Gothard’s Basic Youth Concepts, plus
He met me personally with signs and
wonders.

Again, | recorded in my Bible God’s
power in my life and a confession of
faith, but just like the Hebrews of the an-
cient scriptures, | got caught up in every
day life and | thought about God only on
holidays and in crises. Nevertheless, the
importance of my children’s spiritual lives
revived my first love for Jesus.

It was about this time God revealed the
extent of my selfishness and | needed
His help. | wanted more of Him and was
amazed at how He had brought me from
New Jersey to California to Minnesota
and the Jesus People Church.

The more | pressed in to know Him,
the more my life took on new dimensions
and my first desire to spread the Good
News, to be a missionary, to learn and
teach others about Jesus was rekindled.

In the 1980s, | began to realize who |
was in Christ. My young family was at-

tending a Christian fellowship that fo-
cused on the Jewish roots of the scrip-
tures and my passion for God continued
to spark as pieces of my Baptist upbring-
ing and my Jewish history overlapped in
new revelations. The power of the Holy
Spirit became real and | made a new
faith commitment entry in my Bible. With
that congregation, | attended an lIsraeli
Independence Day celebration.

| knew there was an amazing connec-
tion between the rebirth of Israel and my
family’s tree. God’s hand had been on my
life regardless of the choices | made. | re-
alized | hadn’t trusted Him nor myself to
believe what He had planted in my heart
as a child.

| had plenty of head knowledge about
God but no relationship with Him. Then,
in the 1990s, as | experienced some of
life’s consequences and dealt with idols
like money, marriage and memories, |
surrendered everything to God. Although,
at times it seemed as if He had to pry my
grip free of worldly pulls, He has restored
to me what years of famine without Him
had devoured.

Since | stopped running from God’s
blessings, I've witnessed His divine in-
terventions. I've learned about Jewish
customs, scriptural feasts and how they
weave together God’s perfect timing.
Even though | had heard about Him, |
didn’t truly know Him.

In a similar way, even though | had
heard about Fiddler on the Roof, | didn’t
know about the matchmaker and the
customs of the wedding. Everything | had
not learned about marriage, my heavenly
Father was teaching me through a pic-
ture of the bride and groom He is prepar-
ing for His Kingdom to come.

This idea of God being a divine match-
maker, sending his Son, Jesus-Yeshua,
to bring His bride home to dwell in His
Father’'s house is the Jewish answer to
the question of my Baptist up-bringing.
Whatis the marriage supperofthe Lamb?
And where did it say this in scripture?
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love. He is my Father, and | am part of
the bride of Christ, which makes Him my
Husband. As | wrestled with these ques-
tions, | still had to get groceries and fin-
ish term papers.

One night leaving the grocery store,
| picked up a single’s magazine for my
mother. My mother, who had divorced
my dad when | was fifteen, talks about
the “personal columns” and her friends
trying to find her dates. | wondered if she
had a whole magazine devote to singles,
would she actually find a dancing part-
ner?

There were pages and pages of peo-
ple of all ages, some with pictures and
some who definitely would not interest
Mother when | zeroed in on one ad: ‘|
am a Jewish believer. | talk to God and
He answers me.”

| didn’t know you could be Jewish and
a believer. | didn’t know a believer would
put an ad in this kind of paper. And, does
this guy talk to the same god my dad did,
or is he really talking to God?

| could hardly believe what | heard next.
As | was beginning to think if | ever were
to answer one of these things, I'd . ..

“Answer this one.”

“Oh, God, no, not that!”

| believed I'd heard from God. | was
to answer this ad and if this guy were
truly sold out for Christ, | would know, He
didn’t say | would know instantly.

My girlfriend acted as go-between and
| corresponded with this Jewish believer.
| suggested a holiday date. Fiddler on
the Roof was playing at the local dinner
theatre. | knew the show involved the
Jews, but | had no idea what the story
line was about.

Test Number One: Clayton Tanner and
| decided to meet the first time for break-
fast where | turned down potato pan-
cakes due to calories. A mistake. | didn’t
know potato pancakes were similar to
latkes; a favorite Jewish food, especially
during Hanukah season, which this was.

Next came test number two: Clayton
came back from his car with a stationary

box of 500 sheets filled with his person-
al poetry. | read a few selections, then
a few more and | thought | was reading
my own writings. Our next date was at
the dinner theatre, our third date was a
Hanukah party and we were married one
year later in November 1994.

The road hasn’t always been straight
or smooth.

Turks sided with Germany. Germany and
the Allied powers bogged down along the
German/French borders. Millions per-
ished. The British were in desperate need
to enhance the power of their explosives
in order to win the war. The person who
discovered the chemical processes to do
just that was chemist Chaim Weitzman.
Near the end of the war the British
Prime Minister Lloyd George (Christian
Zionist), called for Weitzman to offer an
award for his assistance in the war ef-
fort. In a classic statement, Weitzman
declared, “I want nothing for myself but
rather a homeland for my people.”

As a result Lloyd George directed his
Foreign Secretary, Arthur Balfour, to issue
the Balfour Declaration, proposing Pales-
tine become a home-land for the Jewish
people. A month later a British military
force led by General Allenby overthrew
Ottoman rule in Palestine and Britain be-
came the ruling sovereign in the area.

Isaiah prophesied the Gentiles would
bring the Jewish people back to their
land, Isaiah 49. The remarkable story of
the British Christian Zionists was a fulfill-
ment of that prophecy. The establishment
of the modern state of Israel is directly
related to God awakening and then di-
recting a certain people to cooperate with
Him in His plan for the restoration of the
Jewish people to their homeland.

HE PITCHED FOR A HIGHER PURPOSE!

Forty-two years ago this October in 1965,
two Fall classics overlapped. The Fall
classic, now 62 years old is called the
World Series and the Fall classic called
the Appointed Feasts of the LORD, ap-
proximately 3,500 years old.

The latter goes virtually unnoticed by
the Gentile world except for an act of a
quite young, 29-year-old, Jewish man
who refused to play in the baseball Fall
classic.

You know from reading this newsletter
Yeshua/Jesus had a purpose-driven life
by fulfilling the Feasts of the LORD as
His life’'s blue print. Go to www.gnfi.org
and check out His purpose driven life for
all the details.

Who was that young Jewish man? His
name was Sandy Koufax. He was at the
peak of his playing skills and power. He
reluctantly told his manager he couldn’t
pitch the opening game of the ‘65 World
Series, because it fell on the most impor-
tant date of his people’s calendar, Yom
Kippur, the Day of Atonement.

This was the only day of the year where
all Jewish people, unless they were ill,
were expected to observe this holy day
no matter what. Sandy wasn’t even that
religious. He pitched numerous times on
the Sabbath. But this wasn’t an ordinary
Sabbath. This was the holy day of life
and death.

You see in the Jewish community,
you were expected to stop everything;
including eating, working, drinking and
all recreation to focus on prayer and be-
seeching God for another year and to be
written into the book of life.

The media was all over him from coast
to coast. Who does he think he is? This
is the most important days of the year
for baseball. Some grumblings about,
‘haven’t the Jews learned their lesson
about their religion which caused them
so many problems in the past.

| was only seven at time, but the older
kids had transistor radios to listen to our
Minnesota Twins play the Los Angeles
Dodgers. | didn’t really grasp what was
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going on, but because of my desire to be
a baseball player and a pitcher no less,
this controversy moved me to try to un-
derstand what would cause a person to
take so much verbal abuse and pressure
for a religious cause.

The bottom line was, this man’s cause
became an issue like all those people
in the Bible. | now believe God inspired
Koufax to a higher calling, and he chose
to do what was right in spite of his team-
mates, boss, the media and culture all
around him.

The first game went on without him
and his team lost. He pitched the most
anticipated second in the World Series
history and lost. These results looked
like a very bad decision for this young
Jewish man who brought his religion to
the forefront of society. They left Minne-
sota for more friendly Los Angeles for the
next three games with his team making a
comeback by winning those three games
and him pitching them to victory in the

fifth game, with a shut-out and 10 strike-
outs to boot.

They now went back to Minnesota for
the lasttwo games. Minnesota won game
six and with two days rest, Sandy Koufax
(the boy from Brooklyn), pitched the big-
gest game of his life; with only one pitch
in his arsenal his comet fastball. This
was the day before radar guns. There’s
every reason to believe he consistently
threw pitches more than 100 miles per
hour. The man with the golden arm, and
the world on his shoulders, shutout the
best hitting team in baseball for a second
time in three days, my Minnesota Twins.
He struck out a third of the men he faced
over three games...29K’s!

The story goes, we came up against
the Jewish kid, with the arm of an angel,
and they didn’t have a prayer. Sandy was
totally vindicated in his dedication for his
God. This World Series MVP, a year later
at the age of 30, would be forced to retire
because that arm had severe damage. |
guess God wanted his arm back.

To me, Moses, Daniel and David put
their reputations on the line, and God
didn’t let them down. Koufax ended up
being the youngest player in the Hall of
Fame.

So if you watch a World Series game,
remember that Jewish man who put God
first, and God didn’t let that man be put
to shame.

A quick reminder: another man 41 years ear-
lier let it be known he wouldn’t violate the
Sabbath in his strongest event, the 100-yard
dash, which he was favored to win. Eric Lid-
del had his share of pressure from his coun-
trymen and his soon-to-be king. This was a
few years after World War | when nationalis-
tic pride was at a fevered pitch. He was not
to be put to shame, but won a gold medal by
running for a higher purpose.

On Sunday, July 6, Liddell preached at
the Church of Scotland in the Rue Bayard in
Paris as the guns sounded for the 100-meter
heats. Three days later, he finished third in
the 200-meter sprint, taking an unexpected
bronze medal, before readying himself for
the race of his life.

With his head thrown back in his character-
istic style, he ran to victory, five metres ahead
of the silver medallist, achieving a world re-
cord of 47.6 seconds in the 400-meter race.
He attributed his win to God.

May it also be said of us we ran for a higher
purpose.

Hamas' plans for
Temple llount foiled

Hamas attempts to gain control of the
Temple Mount and recruit new Israeli-
Arab operatives in east Jerusalem have
been foiled by the Shin Bet (Israel Se-
curity Agency), a senior security official
announced Monday.

According to the Shin Bet, Hamas, over
the past few years, has invested millions
of shekels in Jerusalem charities and re-
ligious institutions, as well as in construc-
tion on the Temple Mount, in an effort to
bolster its presence and standing in the
capital.

The official said Hamas recently paid to
enlarge a library and several prayer halls
in Solomon’s Stables, as well as for the
renovation of a public restroom facility on
the disputed holy site.

“Their goal is to gain full control over
the Temple Mount,” a high-ranking Shin
Bet official said Monday. Hamas, he said,
has also tried to infiltrate its members into
the Temple Mount as part of the main-
tenance and religious staff who care for
the site and preach, give tours and teach
Qur’an classes there.

A Hamas official said they had taken
advantage of financial troubles in the Jor-
danian Wakf, which is responsible for the
holy site, to bolster its presence there.
The wakf has been suffering from finan-
cial constraints since 2000, when the

Temple Mount mosques were closed to
paying visitors.

Officials said the Hamas takeover of
the Temple Mount was a strategic move
and was aimed at bolstering the group’s
standing in the Palestinian territories and
throughout the Muslim world.

The Shin Bet also focused its opera-
tions in curbing the flow of money into
Hamas. A senior Hamas official, Yakub
Abu Assab, was arrested for allegedly
running a courier service that transferred
funds from the West Bank and abroad to
the Hamas headquarters in Jerusalem.
Israeli efforts to stop Hamas also includ-
ed the arrests of Hamas parliamentar-
ians, including Khaled Abu Afa, former
Hamas minister for Jerusalem affairs.

During a year-long operation, Shin Bet
arrested 11 Hamas officials based in Je-
rusalem, 10 of whom hold Israeli identity
cards. All 11 detainees were due to be
indicted for membership in a terror group
and for financing illegal terror activity.

The Jerusalem Hamas operations re-
ceived their funding from the Union of
Good, an umbrella charity organization
based in Saudi Arabia that has been out-
lawed by Israel, and which used money
changers, bank accounts in the West
Bank, and couriers to send the money
to local charity organizations, which then
transferred cash to the Hamas head-
quarters in Jerusalem. In the last 18
months, Hamas’ Jerusalem headquar-
ters received more than NIS 1 million in
this fashion.

The Hamas activities on the Temple
Mount were coordinated with the Islamic
Movement, headed by Sheikh Ra’ad
Salah. The activities also included or-
ganizing events during Ramadan such
as large-scale post-fast meals, the pur-
pose of which was to recruit support for
Hamas and give the organization a foot-
hold on the Temple Mount.

In addition to Hamas’ efforts to take
over the Temple Mount, in recent years
the movement increased its activity in

east Jerusalem, where it had set up reli-
gious institutions and used what seemed
to be innocent festivities to brainwash
Muslims with Hamas ideology.

To implement its goals, Hamas had
also set up a number of institutions of a
semi-religious nature to front illegal activ-
ities. According to security officials, there
are no longer active Hamas institutions
in Jerusalem.
